                    expedition ::  January 13-24, 2020 

If you are interested in diving some of Indonesia’s most famous reefs – without the crowds –

December and January in the South Komodo historically have calm seas, warmer water 

temperatures, better visibility and fewer crowds! 

Can you imagine seeing Cannibal Rock for the complete dive site it is with both natural 

beauty and abundant marine life large and small. Rodeo Rock is teaming with Anthias and 

soft coral. Yellow Wall of Texas and Crinoid Canyon both offer steep slopes and mini walls. 

These sites have everything from tiny ladybug amphipods to pelagic swimming by in the 

blue.  Shimmering schools of Silversides often cascade down the wall on here, creating a 

frenzy of predatory activity.  It’s the Komodo not many get to experience! 

 

We will spend 12 days/11nights and begin our journey from BIMA, boarding the well-

travelled traditional phinisi schooner, MSY PINDITO – www.pindito.com   -owned by renown 

Indonesia’s explorer Edi Frommenwiler ! He ensures he will put us in the right places in 

Southern Komodo and hit all the good stuff in between before we head for Maumere.

expedition cost 

Cabins are all priced the same, however there are a couple of differences. Double or Twin 

cabins available with en-suite shower, bath, toilet and AC. 

 

We try to accommodate based on entire groups best fit. 

Price: $5,290 per person double occupancy  – Transfers from airport in to boat in Bima, 

transfer from boat to Maumere airport, 4 dives per day (no diving on departure /arrival 

day), meals, all drinks(excluding wine), and nitrox fills. Beer is complimentary. 

Not included: Port/National park fees ($200), to/ from Airfares, luggage over weights, 

departure taxes, entry VISA, overnight hotels, tips. 

 

Divers Alert Network (DAN) or equivalent evacuation insurance is MANDATORY on all trips. 

Comprehensive Cancellation, Accident, Medical and Baggage insurance such as Dive Assure, 

CSA Travel Protection, or Travel Guard is HIGHLY RECOMMENDED.

A non-refundable $1,000 deposit per person is required to confirm a space and signed 

reservation form must be filled out at time of booking.
